Juanita Patience Moss was shocked to
learn that her great-grandfather would
not be included among the 200,000
black soldiers honored at the African
American Civil War Memorial.

The memorial, at 10th and U streets
NW, would name only the soldiers and sea-

regiments. That is, until Moss — a retired
New Jersey high school biology teacher
who lives in Alexandria — showed them
her great-grandfather’s military records.

“I looked at each of their faces, and I
knew that this was brand-new informa-
tion,” said Moss, 76, who in October will
release a revised edition of her book “The 

men who served with the U. S. Colored
Troops.

So, 10 years ago, when Moss attended a
discussion hosted by the African American
Civil War Memorial Freedom Foundation,
she asked several historians whether any
records of black soldiers in white regi-
ments had been found.

The historians agreed that black sol-
diers were not allowed to serve in white

One of the nation’s most important ap-
pellate courts has a new member from
Virginia.

G. Steven Agee was sworn in this
month as a judge on the U.S. Court of Ap-
peals for the 4th Circuit after being nom-
inated by President Bush and confirmed
by the U.S. Senate. The 55-year-old law-
yer had been a Virginia Supreme Court
justice since 2003.

Agee’s ascension to the Richmond-
based 4th Circuit carries potential sig-
nificance for a variety of cases with local
and national significance. The 4th Cir-
cuit has played a key role in terrorism
matters since the Sept. 11, 2001, attacks,
and its rulings affect everyone who lives,
works or owns a business in Virginia,
Maryland, West Virginia and the Caroli-
nas.

The court has also been at the center of
a broader struggle for control of the fed-
eral judiciary between the Bush adminis-
tration and the Democrat-led Congress.
Long considered one of the nation’s most
conservative appellate courts, the 15-
member 4th Circuit has lost several
prominent Republican appointees over
the past several years. The growing list of
vacancies has eroded the dominance of
conservatives, and the court had been
split 5-5 between Republican and Demo-
cratic appointees since July 2007.

Agee’s arrival restores a 6-5 advantage
for Republican appointees, with four va-
cancies remaining. But legal experts said
it’s unclear whether Agee, generally
known as a moderate conservative from
his time as a judge and earlier service as a
