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�� ����� ��� �  The Obama administra-
tion kicked off a new $75 billion program 
Wednesday that’s designed to help up to 
9 million borrowers stay in their homes 
through refinanced mortgages or loans that 
are modified to lower monthly payments.

Government officials, launching the 
“Making Home Affordable” program, also 
acknowledge that the ini-
tiatives are only a partial 
fix for a sweeping problem 
that has helped plunge 
the U.S. economy into the 
worst recession in decades. 
In fact, tens of thousands 
of homeowners in some 
of the most battered real 
estate markets — concentrated in California, 
Florida, Nevada and Arizona — won’t be eli-
gible for the two programs.

“This is not going to save every person’s 
home,” said Robert Gibbs, the White House 
press secretary. “The plan is not intended to 
... augment somebody’s loan for a house that 
they couldn’t afford under any economic situ-
ation, good or bad.”

The Obama program has two parts: one to 
work with lenders to modify the loan terms 
for up to 4 million homeowners, the second 
to refinance up to 5 million homeowners into 
more affordable fixed-rate loans. For mod-
ifications, borrowers who are eligible will 
have to provide their most recent tax return 
and two pay stubs, as well as an “affidavit of 
financial hardship” to qualify. ����
